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Here are the games we played today, ALPHA PIG DAY! We learned to identify
the letters W, O, L,F, B, P, I, G, T, A. You can play them at home.

LICKETY LETTERS CRAFT ACTIVITY

Campers practiced letter identification skills by finding the letters in their names in a pile
of alphabet letters. Then they made and decorated signs with their names on them.

Make letter flashcards at home by writing one letter on each piece of paper or index
card. Spread them out in front of your child and ask her to find different lefters.

Look through a magazine with your child and look for the letters in his name together.
Cut out the letters and have your child make a name collage for his room.

LETTER ID BINGO GAME

Campers played a letter version of BINGO to learn the letters W, O, L, F, B, P, I, G, T, A.
Play along with your child with the attached Bingo Card!

LETTER SCAVENGER HUNT GAME

Campers looked around to find the letters hidden throughout the room to reinforce
letter identification by of the letters W, O, L, F, B, P, |, G, T, A.

Play at home by writing individual lefters on pieces of paper or flash cards. Hide them
throughout a room and ask your child to find each letter — “Go find the letter FI”
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
